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General 

1. Boating can be dangerous: by

using the Centre, users

acknowledge this fact.

2. The Marine Safety Act 2010

applies at the Centre.  Safety

equipment and a valid boating

licence are essential. Water-

skiers must have an observer.

3. The Centre is a flood control

asset, fed by the creeks of the

Dandenong Valley.  Users

should be aware of, and look

out for, floating and submerged

debris.  Any obstructions that

could be considered hazardous

must be reported.

4. Other vessels may be on the

water.  Keep clear and circulate

to the starboard side.

5. If rowers are on the water, pass

them at 5 knots and keep clear:

rowing sculls are easily

swamped.

6. Disorderly behaviour or the use

of obnoxious language

be tolerated at any time.

7. Any written or oral directives

given by the
