- Shallow Waters - Herring Island meander has sediment build up creating shallow waters around the island, please proceed with caution or avoid entering if unfamiliar with area.
- Shallow waters – The central river channel immediately downstream of Charles Grimes Bridge, in the vicinity of Yarra’s Edge Marina, has reduced water depth as a result of 

sediment build up. Minimum depth at low tide may be less than 1.5m. Large vessels should navigate the area with caution and stay to the southern side of the channel where 
possible.

- Banana Alley timber wharf is closed to all berthing due to deterioration in the structure
- Leonda Landing is closed to all vessel and pedestrian access due to structural damage until further notice. A temporary floating pontoon is in place for small (<12m) commercial 

vessel access only.
