Details: Mariners are advised of redevelopment works occurring at Schnapper Point Boat 

Ramp, Mornington at approximate location: 38°12.825’S, 145°02.065’E (WGS84).   
 
The boat ramp will be closed while works are under way. 

 
The works will be undertaken with the use of barges and work boats. A temporary 
coffer dam will be installed around the concrete ramp area to support the works.  
 
On-water plant, equipment and potential hazards to navigation arising from  
the works will be marked as per IALA standards.
