38°05.999'S, 144°40.692'E (WGS84) has been damaged and is missing.  
 
A temporary replacement lit special mark buoy has been deployed to the 
same location.  

Mariners are advised to navigate with caution within the vicinity of the 
buoy and the reserve.
